WITH BLOCKS


 From A to Z





  Align the blocks and count them.


  Bang two blocks together while singing a song.


  Combine blocks with farm or wild animal figures to make a barnyard or a zoo.


  Dump blocks out of a container.


  Eat pretend food and drink pretend tea from block dishes and teacups. 


  Fill a box with blocks.


  Get a toy truck to load with blocks, push it across the floor, and then dump the blocks.


  Hide some blocks in easy places and then try to find them.


  Insert a block into each section of a muffin tin or an ice cube tray.


  Jump over some blocks.


  Knock the blocks over after mommy or daddy stacks them.


  Line up blocks to make a road and drive a toy car on them.


  Mix the blocks up with a basket of socks and take turns finding the blocks.


  Name the picture you see on the block.


  Observe your child playing with blocks and follow his or her lead.


  Pretend to build a house with the blocks.


  Question where the blocks went after dropping them down a paper tube.


  Reach up and get a block from a high place.


  Stack the blocks to make a tower.


  Tap on the blocks with a spoon, pretending that the blocks are a drum.


  Use various sized openings cut in a cardboard box to drop blocks into.


  Visit the stuffed animals that live in your house and feed them pretend block food.


  Wash the blocks with soap and water.


eXamine how the blocks feel.


  Yell “timber” when block towers fall over.


  Zoom a block up in the air like an airplane.
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
